· On-line Practice:  You will be required to put in 30 minutes a week of practice time using practice track found on the music website and in the angel page for Chorale.  Several part check recording will be due throughout the semester.  Other assignments could be assigned as needed. More will be discussed in class.
· Final Exam:  Your final performance will be on Thursday, December 6 beginning at 7:30 p.m. There will be a dress rehearsal on Wednesday, December 5  at 7 pm. This date will not change. This is your Final. This performance is non-negotiable.  You will be performing in the William Inge Center for the Arts.
